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Dear Residents,

We have some exciting activities going on in our geographical area that I wish to share with you. 

Neighborhood Clean up Event:

I am also putting out an urgent request for volunteers for our neighborhood clean up event on May 22, 7AM-2PM. Instead of passing out Dump Passes twice a year and having most of them expire before they can be used, we are saving you time and gas money and bringing the roll out containers to you. The New Heaven Church which is located on  2910 W. Beacon Ave, with its back side on Woodside Ave has agreed to host our event. We will have 2 or more large dumpsters for green yard waste and for solid waste (nonhazardous materials). You can drive your waste to this location and be assisted with placing the items in the containers. We will also be scheduling a large appliance pick up for the first 20 residents that come early. You will need proof of residence at which time, you will sign up and the city will pick up your items at your sidewalk on May 27. There are certain regulations for safety that must be met if you place your appliances on the street the evening before the pick up. We will have a handout with the information when you sign up.

We will need volunteers to sign people in, assist with loading materials into the correct container, and help with cleaning up the wooded lot of the church that is hosting us. For volunteers, please call Claudette Ganger. Teenagers are welcome and I will provide a community service letter for each teen that helps us. This letter maybe used for college applications as well. Volunteers can sign up for 1-2 hours, or any of the 7AM-2Pm hours that they have time for.

We are also putting out a call to assist with a walk through and clean up of Wyakin Park, located on Assembly Ave. This is a nature park that is not maintained by the City. I am looking at having either the city or the Eagle Scouts build signs for the park with holders for plastic bags to encourage residents to pick up their animal waste. There are 2 major access points: Assembly and Tiffany Ave. I have witnesses many wonderful neighbors walking their large dogs, but have seen few with plastic bags for waste. Several residents have commented that domestic animals are leaving their waste on the trails. Over time, this will degrade the aesthetics of the area. 

Our next Neighborhood Council meeting is May 6, 7-8:30PM. We will have 2 guest speakers. A “First Call” representative to talk about the program and a Solid Waste representative to discuss the short and long term plans for the North Side Landfill (Superfund site) located on Indian Trail Road.

Walkability Audit: We will also be discussing our need for a “Walkability Audit” for which we will need residents to volunteer.  For this event, we are asking residents to select a 1-2 block area around their residence and complete a form that addresses safety, condition, presence or absence of sidewalks, traffic areas, wooded areas of concern, and more. We will have more to discuss at our meeting so please plan to attend. This is part of our neighborhood planning. Karen Kearney is our chairperson for our planning committee and we have 6-8 active members on the committee. We have had 3 meetings so far and will provide an update at the May 6 meeting.

Finally, if you want to receive a monthly postcard about agendas and meeting dates and time, you must attend at least 1 meeting so that we can add you to our list. Otherwise, you will only receive 1-2 newsletters per year due to budget constraints. We would love to have new members attend. Meetings are open to all residents in the Balboa/South Indian Trail geographical area and whose age is 16 or older. Business owners and church leaders are welcome as well.
